At the heart of the system is a 16 bit
Motorola 68000 central processor run-
ning at 12 MHz (almost twice as fast
as that of the Atari ST and Amiga).
This is supported by a 4 MHz ZB0A
chip dedicated to running the sound

A WHOLE

The latest console on the block looks good and plays better - but
at a cost.

THE GAMES

The games that we tested were: Base-
